Also quoted are excerr*s from a speech given by the executive secretary of a
station-influenced nationwide student organisation. ’

2. The apparently spontsneous nature of such declarations 1s having a
cumlsative effect on broad segments of the Uruguayan pudblic. Furthermore,
such statexents appear to be having a demoralizing effect upon the Corrmmist
Party of Uruguay (FCU) as evidemced by its frezzied efforts to hold deconstrations
in the Uriguayan interior and as confirmed by penetration agents and the ‘shrill
demmciation of these student groups by the FCU daily, El Popular.
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
