The following'iﬁformatioﬁ'ié supplemental to information
furnizsbed in letterhead memorandum of March 26, 1965.

DL P-1 on March 31, 1965, advised that on Iarch 30, 1965,
Arthur Pollard, Van Pollard, Shirley Bob Renshaw, Otto “Buke™ Kolirg,
and a» unknown individual met at the Circle A Lounge, 3124 Nortih
Yain Street, Fort Worth, Tezas. The purpose of the meeting called
by Arttur Pollard was to discuss future actiom of the group in the
area. Several of the group commented that they believed they were
beicg followed from time to time and it was strapge thai as soon
az they corsidered burglarizing a local Hational Guard Armory, that
the lighting aroumnd the Armory was improved. About 10:15 P, a
vell dressed white female, blonde hailr, approximately 30 years of
age, accompanied by a man dressed in a business suit, joined the
group. The accompanying male did not approach the group. This un-
identified female, who was not introduced, stated that the group
was, for the present time, to curtail activities., The woman stayed
only briefly and then . lefi, after which the remainng members of

the group disparsed.

DL T-1 advised that the woman, urknown to him, was ap-
parently from Dallas, and that Arthur Pollard stated following her
departure that this ‘action did not surprise him as he believed the
people in Dallas were very nervous at pressnt and suspected the
Tederal Govermment was presently keeping a very watchfil eye on them.

DL T-1 advised tkhat Otto "Duke™ Koling has been seen during
the past month with a National Guard Sergsant Hudson, from Bowlie, Texas.
DL T-~1 advised ke dces not know if Hudzon is in fact sympathetic with
the group but that Kolimg was to try and recruit him,
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
