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 DPuring November 1959 several members of the Cuban Movimiento
Dembereta Cristiano ({1C, Christian Democre tic ilovement)
visited Peru, Chile, Erezil, and Venszuela in an attempt %o obtain
support for the formation of the FIC in Cuba. The Cuban
siation wvas discussed with top Government lenders in each
sountry, all of whom expressed oificial opposition to the
present Cuban regime. They worried about the spread of the influenge
of ¥Fidel CASTRO, and some were fearful that he was pgaining
support within tos méssés ini thelr own countries. They all
expressed the desire that CASTRO be contained within Cuba. From
