1. ln n report dated 13 October 1950, an untested source reported 
that one Enio BENITEZ was a Communist in the administration 
or !icc of the Cuban newspnpc1· Hoy; he was in charge of Habana 
sales. ---

2. Included in n report dated 5 October. 1962, was a list of Cuban. 
diplomatic couriers who frequently traveled to and from 
Santiago. Erico BENITEZ Gimeno appeared on this list anj was 
reported to have bct:n born in 1925 in Cuba. He carried diplomatic 
passport number 217/61 and was single. 

3. The recor1s of this Agency rc~eal that Enio BE~ITEZ Gimeno 
left Montevideo for Santiago on 21 January 1963.
