December 1963. She is mentioned also in CI/SIG 's cover memorandum 
dated 10 1964. ) 

According to & SSD, in September 
1958, Aline Mosby Y. Bel.it$kiy, a 
Russian official at the Brussels World Fair, and "ws the center of a 
great deal of activity for (him) 11

• !ll!flllt stated that Belitskiy, who was 
the Head ·ofthe British Division of RadJ.o Moscow>had. been _an interpreter 
for the Russians at the Brussels World Fair. He previously had been in

In January 1960, Mosby report edly was introduced on t he Dave Garroway 
Show, "Today", as NBC News' Correspondent; but in t3, State Department dis­
patch of 12 December 1960, whi ch l isted "Western Qorrespondents in Moscow", 
she was named as representing UPI . 

According t o HCUA records , Mosby did a motion picture critic type 
article for the Daily Worker i n 1947; wrote an .article for the DaiJ~ Worker 
at Laguna Beach, California, in 1949; and contributed a column to the Daily 
Worker on 23 November 1956 . According to records of the Civil Service Com­
mission, t he Daily Worker of July an<;!. 29 August 1957 carried infor­
mation r egarding her.
