The prominont mention
of the MRR as & cradle of doemocratic ideas and the actual inclusfon of
students selected by Artime would postulate acceplance of the MMKR and
of Artime as exponents of a political philosophy acceptable to the mode-~
rate loft. Any excoriation of Artime for having allied himaself with the

The more 1 read of his accomplishments as president, toe more im-
pressed lam. Y. hat would you think of having Artime, armwed with a
letter of fntroduction from Figveres, pay Betancourt & call before he
relinquisheo tha presidency. Artime‘s approach would not be that of a
supplicant or solicitor of support, but that of a young man making a
pligrimage, esitting at the feot of a revolutionary who has beea successful,
absorbing knowledge of how it wae done. !le could ask Betancourt, after
be is out from wnder the daily grind of government, to addreas himeelf
to the problems of post-Caetro Cuba. He could favite him to chair a
eeminar attended by the MRR leadership. The objective would, of course,
be to invelve Betancourt {n the affairs of the MRK, without sitting his
Aamo on the masthead and without asking him to contribute anything but
roflections of his lustvre a9 & Latin Amoerican leader who bequeathed his
country & constitutional and democratic regime. Undoubtedly Artiine
wi]l have to cast cll {decloical ballast in order to accommodats hie
reluctant sponaors ("izueres, Betancourt), but Havena '‘vaut bien une
messd."'" As 8 minimum odjective, Artime would in any case bave to
strive to noutralise the lztent animosities of the moderate loft, denying
Aanolo Kay an unchallengoed ascendancy in mornopolizing its support,

which he can probably get for ths asking.
