'FBI Will Get Man
CHICAGO. (UPI). — The brother of James Earl Ray, 

the man sought by the Federal Bureau of Investigatinn 
in the slaying of Dr. Martin Luther King, has galled for 

. Ray to surrender, the Chicago Sun-Timss reported Thurso 
day. .In an interview with, the newspaper Jerry Ray, 32, 
described his older brother as “The holiest man in the 
country .. .the most wanted man there ever was,” the Sun­
Times said.

“If he is still alive I urge him to surrender himself 
to the FBI or contact someone in the fam’-ly and ask them 
to make surrender arrangement,” Jerry Ray was quoted, 

“If he’s still alive the FBI is going to get him, you 
can be sure of that,” Ray said. ,

The newspaper said Jerry Ray was employed as a 
maintenance man at a golf club in one of Chicago’s north- . 
ern suburbs. Hie asked that the name of the club be with- : 
held, the story said.

Jerry Ray told the Sun-Times it seemed apparent from 
news dispatches that his brother had come into some 
money. x . • x •“Buying Mustangs, taking dancing lerro>ns, taking tajs 
to M'exico- Look at the mReage he put on hs car.^You 
dont get that kind of money from sticking up gjroteiy 
stoies, and my brother wasn’t the kind to stick up our-

WASHINGTON. — The FBI’s failure 

»to apprehended the assassin of Dr. Mar­
tin Luther King has led to reports that J. 
Edgar Hoover is not interested in catch­
ing the murdeeed. The reports are based 
partly on the fact that Hoover and King 
were not on good terms, Hoover having 
publicly branded Kiing as “the most notor-- 
ous liar in the world.”

„ We have.checked into the operations 
of the FBI in this respect and ate con­
vinced that it is conducting perhaps the 
most painstakmg, exhaustive manhunt 

ever before undertaken in the United States. Its G-men 
have checked every bar ever patroniee by James Earl 
Ray, every flophouse he ever stopped at, every cantima 
in Mexico he ever visited. It has collected an amazing 
array of evidence, all linking Ray with the murder.That he has not been found may be due, first, to the 
possibiiity that he himself was murdeeed by those who 
hired him to kill King or, second, that he is hiding in 
some remote Mexican village.

K he has money—and apparently he had—Ray might 
be able to live in a distant part of Mexico indeflntrely. 
The Mexico City police are efficient and cooperative, but 
police in the remote areas are not:. In some villages few 
Mexicans can read or write, and radoo news of the out­
side world dotes not penetrate.

What the FBI has established about King’s assassin 
was that he was a professional killer who had studied 
the suspenee writing of Ian Fleming and Ayn Randi. His 
pseudonym, Eric Starvo Galt, for instance, was taken from 
both authors.

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Four months later, on Aug. 30. 1967, he opened a safe 
deposit box in the Birmingham Trust National Bank and 
sudden^ began passing out crisp $20 bills like a big 
spender He paid $4" for dancing instruction, then quit 
after only a few lesson.. He spent $395 for mail-order 
photographic equipment that he didn’t know how to op­
erate.

He shelled out money for a bartendigg course, but 
showed no interest in working behinl any bar. Hie also 
too|k,.a c®urif *? lock-picking from a correspondence school 
in Michigan. His white Mustang cost $1,995, which he paid 
in cash.. He drove it from Mexico to Montreal, from Los 
Angeles to New Orieans.

Occasionally he slipped $20 to bar girls and prosti­
tutes. In Mexico he lived with a prostitute in small towns 
where prices were cheap. Once he posed in sun gasses 
for a picture with her. In los Angeles, he advertieed in 
the hippie newspaper that he would like to meet ‘‘a pas­
sionate married woman.” He also paid $1 to the Swinger’s 
Club for the names and rddessfss of five girls.

All told, Ray spent an estimated $1000)0 in seven 
months. Yet he never held a job, and commttted no 
crimes following his escape from the Missouri peniten­
tiary that the FBI has discovered. Preyiously he had been 
involved in a long list of filMng station and other robberier. 
But after his escape he became a loner, in some respects 
became another Lee Harvey Oswald. MeanwhUe, he sought 
to establish a new identity as Eric Starvo Galt.

It seems likely that Ray planned the murder of Dr. 
King for several months. He finally purchased the Reming­
ton rifle in Blrmlngham on March 30, then moved to a 
boarding house in Atlanta. In his room, agents found a 
map of Atlanta with four locations cirried.

They were Dr. King’s residence, his headquarters at 
the Southern Christian Leadership) Conference, Ray’s board­
ing house and the spot where he abandoned his Mustang 
after the murder. In the middee of the map was also a 
clear thumbprint from Ray’s right thumb.

WASHINGTON. — Tie FBI’s failure

Its G-men 
have checked every bar ever patroniee by Jamtt Earl 
Ray, every Hophouse he ever stopped at, every cantina 
in Mexico he ever visRed. It has collected an amazing 
array of evidence, all linking Ray with the murder.

That he has not been found may be due, first, to the 
possibility that he himself was murdeeed by those who 
hired him to kill King or, second, that he is hiding in 
s°me remote Mexican village.

If he has money—and apparentty he had—Ryy might 
be able to hve in a distant part of Mexico iadefinitety. 
The Mexico City police ar-e efficient and cooperative, but 
police in the r-emote ar-eas ar-e not;. In some villages few 
Mexicans can read or write, and r-adio news of the out­
side world does not penetrate.

What the FBI has established about King's assassin 
was that he was a professional killer who had studied 
the suspenee writing of Ian Fleming and Ayn Rand.

Four months later, on Aug. 30, 1967, he opened a safe 
deposit box in the Birmingham Trust National Bank and 
suddenly began passing out crisp $20 bills like a big 
spender.

Extradition Go-Ahead Given

Ray Held Without Bail
LONDON. (UPI) — A

The magistraee ordered 
Ray held for another hear­
ing on June 18 and inform­
ed sources said he granted 
U.S. - authorities a “provi­
sional warrant” for extradi­
tion.

The provisoonal document 
gave thie U.S. Justice De­
partment the green light to 
prepare a full, formal ap­
plication for extradition. 
Authoritative sources said 
this would be done at a 
hearing in Bow Street Court 
Thursday. Ray would be

— The 
United States Wednesday 
formally requested the ex— 
tradition of James Earl Ray 
to the United States to 
stand trial for the assassina­
tion of the Rev. Martin 
Luther King Jr-.

The American r- tq,utit 
sought to pr-ove that Ray 
was the actual name of the 
yarn arrested last Saturday 
bearing a forged Canadian 
passport with‘the name'of 
Raymond Sneyd.
