MAKING KEYS BY NUMBERS

AUTO DOOR LOCKS

READING WAFER TUMBLER LOCKS

To be able to look into a wafer tumbler 
lock and measure the tumblers so that you 
can cut the key is quite an art.

You 
will learn how to interpret these marks and 
file a key that will fit the lock without hav­
ing to take it apart.

These locks are the better, higher priced 
padlocks that give top notch security. They 
are tricky to work with but you will learn 
the secrets in this course.

TYPICAL LOCKSMITHING JOBS

a special skill. Such jobs are: extracting 
broken keys that are deeply imbedded in 
the lock; duplicating a broken key; re­
pairing worn keys; adjusting shoulder 
spaces, and many others.
