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Memorandum to Mr. Nichols ' July 2, 1954
| DETAILS
PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND:

The purpose of this memorandum is to review and summarize
salient features of a series of articles. These were published on
¢ daily basis, one chapter edacy day for eleven days, in the
M"prensa Libre," Havana, Cuba, newspaper. The articles were
Sorwarded to the Bureau by the Legal Attache, Havana, Cuba, by
letter dated June 14, 1954, The articles were reviewed and
summarized by the Translation Section, Laboratory Division.,

The Legal Attache advised that each chapter began
on the front page of the paper, no author was given credit
SJor the story, but he stated this was not unusual as practicaelly
all publications in Cuba follow the custom of plagiarizing
stories in English, translating and publishing them in Spanish,
with no credit given to the author.

REVIEW OF THE ARTICLZS:

In general, the articles are very praiseworthy of
the Director and of the Bureau. However, they contain certain
discrepancies which are not correct. For instance, in Chapter 3,
a picture of the Federal Court House in Foley Square, New York,
accompanied the article and was described as the headquarters
of the FBI where "the detectives, who handled the atomic espionage
case, daily guestioned compromisers and informants who accused
the Rosenbergs, Greenglass and others.”

In connection with Chapter 7 a picture purported to
show '"the FBI Agents mingling among postal employees and
exanining the mailbags very carefully in search for any clew
which might lead them to the discovery of espionage nets."

In this same chapter, there was contained the following:
"The"ezperts of the FBI are capable of interpreting any dactylar
key.

In Chapter 1 the author states that the FBI owes its
existence to one man:s '"J. Edgar Hoover, its present director,
who completely revolutionized its operations.” The influence
of the Director upon the life of the FBI is pointed out. The
prerequisites of o G-man are discusseds. This chapter refers
to the ™many triumphs" of the FBI in its struggle against crime,
contraband, espionage, Communism and against any manifestation of
delinquency or social and political illegality.

Chapters 2 and 3 are concerned with the part the
FBI played in connection with the Rosenberg case.

Chapter 4 is concerned with science against crime.
The work of the laboratory is commented upon jfavorably. The
author states, "In these laboratories (of the FBI), by the
analysis of insignificant matters, veluable clews can be
established,”

In Chapter 6, touching on the science of the
investigation, the author states, ""The perfect crime does not
exist; among other reasons because of the enormous scientific
resources of the FBI.'" 'This chapter describes the various
analyses and lauds the work of the laboratory employees.

In Chaepter 6, the author deals with counterespionage
and stated that the Special Agents of the FBI approach the
Gestapo chiefs in the United States to work the FBI. He
Sfurther states, "When the FBI pursued the Nazi spies, it
discovered one of the major organized spy nets.”

In Chapter 7 which is entitled "Technique' the
author relates the activities of the FBI Identification Division.

Chapter 8 is concerned with judgment against
Communists. The author states, "Agents of the FBI inletrated
the Communist Party in the United States in order to discover
their eriminal activities." He commented on the trial of the
eleven Communist leaders, describing it as the biggest and most
expensive in the United States. He also discussed the propaganda
methods of the Communist Party and the activities of Herbert 4.
Philbrick who informed the. FBI about Communism in the United States.
This chapter was illustrated by a picture of the convicied
Communists, and the article stated, "The FBI played thé accusing
role in the trial of various U. S. Communist leaders.”

‘ Chapter 9 is concerned with the duel between sts
and Chambers. It described the activities of Hiss and the
revelations of Chambers.

Chapter 10 declt with sentence for espionage. - The
author stated that the espionage trial of Alger Hiss had a
direct influence upon the election triumph of President Eisenhower
in 1952. He jfurther stated that everything was confused in this
triael and the intervention of the men of the FBI became necessary.
He described the FBI as.the "brave investigator of the Department
of Justice'" and stressed upon the "customary patience and
scientific exactitude” of the FBI.

The final chapter concerned the Director whom the
author described in the following terms: "J. Edgar Hoover,
who is very imaginative, applied with positive results o new
technique to the FBI which some people believe to be infallible.”
The chapter closed with a praise of the Director's personality
and announced his "high personal presige."

Although the articles published by the newspaper
were not factually correct in every detail, it is not deemed
advisable to have the Legel Attache contact the editor of the
newspaper-to ‘suggest that in the future we could assist in the
preparation of material or by reviewing articles bejfore they
were published. This newspaper is published in a foreign
country. If the Legal Attache should contact the editor of
the paper, curiosity might be aroused and it might be
interpreted as reflecting unusually on the part of the Attache
in the affairs of the Bureau.
