Rose is tha chairman of the evaluation
subcemmittea of the House Permanent
Committag on Intelligence and, as such, is
a principal watchdog of spook atfairs. In
that capacity, he has recently witnessed
several classified demonstrations of
“remote viewing” by Stanford Research
Institute (SR} and intalligance per-
sonnel—in which the axperimental
subiects “viewed” persons and places
thousands of kilomeaters away in certain
"interastiing” countrias.

faked, our security system doasn't work,”

Rose told me cryptically “What these
persons ‘saw’ was confirmed by asrnial
photography Thera's no way it could have
been {aked.”

As for the Soviet Union's undertakings in
this area. Rose disclosed, "I've been told
by the ClA that the Russians are very
interested in psychic phenomena and that
their whole etfort is underground. They
have a national screening program to
detect mathernatical, artistic, or psychic
antities in schoolchildren. The ClA, onthe
oither hand, spends next to nathing in this
area, except to find out what the Russians
are doing.”

The witnesses Rose would calf include
ClA offictals who, Rose said, "know this
remola-viewing stulf warks but who have'

been blocked by publticity-shy superiors.”
Anather key witness might be OF. Rabert
Jahn, dean of enginaaring and applied
science at Princeton Univarsity, who

with graduate student Carol Curry is
developing an instrument to detact
small-scale psychokinetic effects—not of
the theatrical Geller spoon-bending typa,
but a more modaest effort to determing
whather a subjsct might "will" a grain of
sand to move.

Diehard Moloers will also recagnize the
names of othar patential witnesses, such
as Edgar Mitcheli, tha astronaut who
conducted an ESP experiment (with
apparantly ambiguous results) between’
the moon's surface and Earth; Dr. Harold
Puthoff and Russeli Targ, two Stanford
Research Institute psychic researchers
whose reports, claiming that literally every
person they have tested can perform
remote viewing. have bean published in
Nature and the IEEE Proceedings; and Dr.
Willis Harman, an SR futures researcher,

Congressman Aosa, like Harman and
the other potential witnessas, it other
wards, has seen and believes.

“Some ol the intalligance pecpla 've
talked to know that remote viewing works,
aithough they still block further research
onit, since they claim it's not yet as
accurate as satellita photography.” Rose
asserted. “Bul it seams to ma that it would
be a hell of a cheag radar system. And if
the Russians have it and we don'l, we are
in sericus troubls. This country wasn'l
afraid to lock into the strange physics
behind lasers and semiconductors, and
{ don't think it shouid be alraid 19 lock
at this.”

When | first mat him, Charlie was
concerned that soma of the acadamic
debunkers of the psychic —-whose
principal spokesman is Martin Gardner, of
Scientific American —might stille
objective, High Science research in this
fiercely debated area. That he might even
“investigale” the debunkers adds another
dimeansion ta the hearinga Rose proposes.
Charlie might also find himseil in a
lockad-hom moda with somea of the keean-
est thinkars of the day: Dr. John Wheeler,
for axample, a renownsad physicist, who
wrote the first paper an nuciaar fission with
Nials Bohr and who assaciated withe”
Einstain for more than 20 ysars, recently
suggested the expulsion of
parapsychology groups from the
respected umbrella organizalion, the
Amaerican Association for the
Advancement of Science.

The other Charlie Rose. howaver, is a
protégd of Terry Sanford. the former south-
enly liberal governor of North Carolina,
ex-universily president. and a once-
hopaful entrant into Democratic presiden-
tal primary elactions — which attracted "all
the bright young Southern liberals like
Charlie Rose," and not one veteran Capitol
chserver. Elected to Congress in 1872, ¢
Rose made a key early commitment to
support O'Neifl for House majority leader.
Tip. now speaker of tha House, considers
Charlie one of hig key Southern lisutenants,
one who doesn’t mind doirg the necessary -
but dirty and no-publicity-value jobs that
keep Congress functioning. The House In-
telligence Committee {chaired by another
of Tip's buddies, Massachusetts Repre-
senfalive Edward Boland) is one super job,
since most of its hearings are closed to the
life-giving (to congressmen) press and
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back homs.

There are two more Charie Qoses that
don't fit country stereotypas. Qne 1s the
Rose who is the House's acknoxledjed
expert on computars, according 12 Gary
Hymel, the speaker's right-hand man. And
Rose is founder of Capitol Hit's mest Mofo
activity. the Congressional Ciearn~zhouse
on the Future—~"the scienze-fict:on vang
of Congress.” according o a science-Qri-
ented congrassman.

The Mofo aspect of the clearinghousa is
detected in the pages of its fascinaling
monthly newsletter, "What's ‘Next?” There
one finds the news and views pf the L-5
space colony people, the anarchistic ap-
propriate technology of wondrous Karl
Hess, the soft-energy boys. the worker-
ownad-corporation boosters, the cosmic-
consciousness kids, and the Committee for
the Elimination of Death. Under its imagin-
ative director, Ann Cheatham, the clearing-
house alsa holds its monthly “Chautaugua
Congress"—think-and-talk sessions with
both “futures,” and mora conventional, ex-
perts, who produce recommended legisla-
tion with a longar-than-usualterm twist.
(For the remainder of the year Chautauqua
will deal with future housing; “soft” appro-
priate technology vs. “hard” conventional
technology: the scientific nature of life, in-
cluding genetic manipulation; the future
social culture; and even "cosmic con-
sciousness.”)

Totfler convinced Rose that Congress was
playing Russian roulatte with the future by
ignonang it in most of its iegsiatian. He in-

troduced Rose to that growing think-tank
industry of futurology. which accerding to
one {of several conflicting) definitons, uses
available infarmation and mixes in hunches
and personal theories 12 predict what is
going to happen in crucial ang vital areas.
in 1974 Congress passed an inlernal act
requiring its commitleées to conduct
periodic fulures research. and by 1976
Rose and Cheatham were sending the
House a stream of both close-in and
farthest-out futurists to prophesy what lay
in store for all of us.

Today the clearinghouse functions as a
“caucus.” not an official congressional
committee, but rather an informal Hili-
based activily financed by contributions
from interested members of Congress and
other supporters. Many Senate luminaries
are firmty behihd the project.

Though it can't yet claim many legislative
victories, Rose’s clearinghouse —in con-
junction with Rose's hearings on psychic
inteliigence gathering — will no doubt lead
to some of the oddest debates, most
astounding fegislation, and weirdest wit-
nésses in congressiona! histcry. California
has set up shop on Capitat Hill. OO
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
