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MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD 5 September 1980 

SUBJECT: Session D-29 Targeting Data 

1. (S/NOFORN) This was lOlls first session against this target, the OPSEC 
portion of Project 8003 (sub-Project 8003d). This was lOlls first session 
against any aspect of Project 8003 since 25 June 1980. Prior to that date, 
#01 had performed four sessions against 8003a (CCC25, CCC33, CCC4l, CD02) 
using diverse targeting methods (geo coordinates, aerial photo of target 
facility) and one session against 8003b using geo coordinates (CD63). 

2. (S/NOFORN) It must be noted that sub-Project 8003d is an otherwise unrelated 
OPSEC oriented aspect of Project 8003 which is directed against a commensurate 
piece of allied equipment as opposed to the primary hostile equipment. 
It must also be noted that considerable time had elapsed since #01 had had 
any RV involvement whatsoever with this Project, and was unaware prior to 
this session of any contiguity/relationship (however marginal) between this 
session and those in which he was involved earlier. In fact, #01 was 
unaware of who the project analyst was for this session until communications 
between the analyst and interviewer was established 30 minutes into the session 
(see para 4 below). 

3. (S/NOFORN) #01 was only informed by interviewer at session start that he 
(the interviewer) had in his possession an envelope (8~" xlI" size brown 
manila w/official markings) containing a photograph of the actual target 
object. #01 was instructed to focus on the target object at this time (time 
of session start). The interviewer was not aware of the target object; neither 
through verbal communication nor by haVing-seen the target photograph prior 
to its insertion into the envelope by the analyst. The interviewer was 
cognizant only of the written EEl which were provided him immediately prior 
to the session (see TAB B), this report. 

4. (S/NOFORN) The session was monitored by the analyst, who was located in 
a separate room of the facility. The analyst was cognizant of the target 
object but was/is not cognizant of finite details. On several occasions, in­
session guidance was attempted by the analyst. However, due to the analyst's 
unfamiliarity with the audio equipment being employed, communications between 
the interviewer and analyst were not established until approximately 30 minutes 
into the session. At that time, the analyst directed the interviewer to focus 
#Ol's attention on the oscilloscope/TV screen like device which had already 
been mentioned by #01 in a preceding unsolicited part of his spontaneous 
general description. 
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5. (S/NOFORN) A thorough verbal debriefing was conducted immediately after 
session completion, during which #01 made pencil sketches. Upon completion 
of the pencil sketches, an upcoming RV session required vacating the facility_ 
#01 was escorted to the Administrative Office area by the analyst, was 
isolated in the rear conference area, and was allowed to trace his original sketches 
using ink. These finished sketches were inspected by the analyst immediately 
on completion. All additions suggested by the analyst consisted of additional 
labeling of sketch portions for purposes of clarity. All such additions were 
made by HOI in his own hand. 

6. (S/NOFORN) After completion of the entire session, to include final 
tracing of the sketches, the analyst recalled one area of possibly meaningful 
data which had not been sketched in as great a detail as could have been 
accomplished. HOI had drawn a clear sketch of the upper cubicle (sketch H4) 
and a "blow-up" of the lIoscilloscope" type device (sketch 115) but had not drawn 
a "blow-up" of the entire control panel in IIIhich the oscilloscope device was 
located. Upon realizing the potential value of such a sketch, the analyst 
requested flO! return to the rear of the Administrative area and provide a 
detailed sketch of the entire control panel. During the interim (between 
sketch sequences) HOI. had received no, repeat no data feedback regarding the 
nature of this target, and had only received verbal accolades regarding 
apparent high resolution, highly. apparent correlation, and the relayed 
amazement of both the analyst and the Branch Chief. At rr£~ during the 
interim period was #01 informed of the target ID or true nature of the 
target object. Care was taken to insure the post-script sketch (H7) contained 
only data originally provided either in. sketchs H4 and 5 or during verbal 
portions of the session/debriefing.
