SUMMARY ANALYSIS
REMOTE VIEWING (RV) SESSION D-40

1. (S/NOFORN) This report documents a remote viewing session conducted in
compliance with a request for information on a target of inmterest. The
mission was to describe a target room in a building.

2e (S/NOFORN) _The remote viewer's impressions of the target are provided as
raw intelligence data. and as such have not been subjected to any intermediate
analysis, evaluation or collation. Interpretation and use of the information
provided is the responsibility of the requestor.
