4. Two women hostages in room on other side of kitchen. Source reports
this is a new situation as they were separate before.

5. Two male hostages on second floor, Early 40's. \ord "agriculture"
has something in common with them.

6. Darkened CP/OP on roof. 2/3 sentries have field glasses, falres.
No heavy weapons.

7. Have radio operates in range 25-29 megahertz (most likely 26/27
megahertz). Have hand-held night glasses (like starlite scope).

8. Area arround trees near gravel area could be armed with explosives.
Walking into danger area.

9. Reference Drawving 1l: Source reported three other women who might
be Iranians. Felt they weren't but were trying to pass as Iranian
wvomen,
