Okay. Itll describe drawing 1. Just as you read 
the coordinates, I got overhead aerial image of 
this shape ••• understanding that this shape was 
land mass with water here on the right and water 
on the left of it down at the tip there. Then, 
I got a metal shape, which eventually became the 
target, which I've drawn down here as a target, 
and I'll label it tower here, and it started out 
low as a piece of metal, L shaped metal which is 
in drawing 2, but then it grew into a tower, and 
with a swamp in front of it from my view ••• pine 
trees in front of the swamp_ I think they were 
part of the swamp, probably •••••• and a big city 
below it on the other side of it.
