During the initial session 
Source was provided only the encrypted coordinat.es, as per Extended 
Remote Viewinq (ERV) protocols, to preclude inadvert.ent qeoqraphic 
cuinq. In subsequent sessions Source was also provided t.hese same 
coordinates and told in each case that she would be returning to 
t.he same site as before at. which t.ime key elements of her previous 
d ("! !::; c I'" i P t :i. v I;,:'! !::; WE:!
