The body or wing conformation of this aircraft is chanqed to 
enhance performance. The concept is to minimize the number of 
control surfaces and streamline the control linkages through the 
use of elctro-optic type connectors. The metallurgical 
principles involved in the construction of the aircraft are novel 
in that they involve the use of laminates and metal bondinq "like 
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weight? flexibility, range survivability and low signatures. The 
overall design sacrifices maneuverability for these advantages. 
The US aircraft is complex, time consuming to produce~ and barely 
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erosion problem. It is better constructed, quieter, and has a 
longer range capability than its Soviet counterpart.
