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The target is a narrow, top-heavy metallic ship. The ship 
has an unusual width to length proportionality in that it is 
unusually narrow for its length. 

Located on a level higher than the main deck is smooth, 
domed container which appears to protect and conceal what is 
inside. Inside is something white, metallic and smooth that 
rotates and has several moving parts (see sketch page 2). This 
thing is permanently attached to the ship.
