095 finally moved into Stage 6 to model both the 
vesael and a smaller (associated) water craft; the resulting 
kinesthetic contact induced additional percepts. 

3. (S/NF/SK) COMMENTS: Although 095 was laboring under some 
significant PI's, these did not seem to affect the quality of viewing. 
However, the quantity of data would probably have been greater if PIs 
had been absent.
